REGULAR BOARD MEETING

APRIL 16, 2019

Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider, Mark Turner, Howard McCormick, and Christy Beckman present. 
Turner moved to approve the agenda with the addition of the Sedgwick bridge on County Rd 28, recommendation guideline letter and letter of recognition under reports, bids and retirement letter under new business.  McCormick second, carried.  

April 16, 2019 vouchers were reviewed. McCormick moved to approve the April 16, 2019 vouchers as presented.  Turner second, carried.  
The minutes of the April 10, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as presented.  McCormick second, carried.
McCormick told the Board that the work on the bridge on County Rd 28 in Sedgwick has begun and is going well.  The bridge work should be complete and the road open by next week.  
McCormick reported on the Old Ford Garage hail damage and issues with the insurance adjustment.  

A request was received from former commissioner Bill Sauder’s daughter, Genie Sauder Colmery, for a letter of recognition for her son Dane Colmery for Eagle Scout.  The Board will write a letter of recognition for Dane Colmery.
McCormick constructed a guideline letter for child abuse and/or neglect which he would like to send to all schools and emergency services in the county.  McCormick moved to approve the guideline letter as presented.  Turner second, carried.  

Turner moved to approve Building Permit #588 for modular home located at 4578 County Rd 25, Ovid.  McCormick second, carried.  

Rob Crowder, Emergency Manager, joined the meeting.  Crowder updated the Board on the 2018 EMPG Grant errors.  Beckman and Crowder finalized the 2018 data and noted the errors for future audit.  Crowder then told the Board that he got into the Basic Emergency Manager Academy and will be attending in April, June and August and the only cost to the county will be fuel.  Discussion was held on funding, health care coalition exercises and credential training.  There will be an ICS training in Julesburg on June 8th and 9th.  Crowder reported on the weather spotter class held on March 28th.  Crowder updated the Board on the blizzard.  
Darlene Carpio, Senator Gardner Representative, joined the meeting.  Carpio updated the Board on current projects that Senator Gardner is working on including the death tax, eight new veterans’ initiatives, trade and commodity prices, funding for Federal grants and loans and more.  Carpio asked the Board if they had any concerns and discussion was held.  Carpio left the meeting.  
McCormick presented a letter of retirement for his service with on the Ambulance.  McCormick has been on the service for 33 ½ years and feels it is time to step down.  Schneider moved to accept the letter of retirement for McCormick and would thank McCormick for his 33 ½ years of service.  Turner second, carried.
