REGULAR BOARD MEETING

AUG 20, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider, Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman present.  Howard McCormick has an excused absence.
Turner moved to approve the agenda with the addition of a report on Town of Julesburg / Sheriff contract, MAC meeting and ad for open position in building maintenance, E-911 surcharge under old business.  Add a work session for the tax question and police contract.  McCormick second, carried.

The Aug 20, 2019 vouchers were reviewed.  Turner moved to approve the Aug 20, 2019 vouchers.  McCormick second, carried.  
The minutes of the Aug 14, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as amended.  McCormick second, carried.  

McCormick reported on a meeting held about the Town of Julesburg / Sheriff contract and that there were 16 ordinances that were sent to the Sheriff’s office and the Sheriff replied by email.  Since then the Town has not had further communication from the Sheriff.  The Board will go into a work session to discuss this further.
McCormick reported on the MAC meeting and that Sterling Fire is still asking to be given the local channel for emergencies.  When McCormick asked Sterling Fire for their channel they replied that they could not give that out.  
Schneider reported that Bridget Britton came to him with concerns about the GPS trackers pausing and possibly in need of an update.  Schneider will follow up with this.

Discussion was held on the open position coming available for the building maintenance / welcome center maintenance.  The Board said an ad will be placed in the newspaper, website and facebook.  

Kelly Lowery, Attorney, was contacted by phone to discuss the E-911 surcharge and why there has been such a delay.

It is 9:00 a.m. and the meeting re-convened.  Tasha Thode, Human services, joined the meeting.  Thode updated the Board on how things are going with the absence of Lisa Ault.  Thode told the Board that things are going well and the new hires are doing well.
