REGULAR BOARD MEETING

FEBRUARY 13, 2019

Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider, Mark Turner, Howard McCormick, and Christy Beckman present. 
Vickie Sandlin, Julesburg Advocate, Dennis Hunt, CTSI, Rhonda and Paige Graham and Kelly Lowery, Attorney, joined the meeting. 
Turner moved to approve the agenda with the addition of report on lodging tax.  McCormick second, carried.

February 13, 2019 vouchers were reviewed. McCormick moved to approve the February 13, 2019 vouchers with the exception of the hospital voucher.  Turner second, carried.  Discussion:  The Board had a discussion with Hunt and Lowery about the process of the Sheriff’s office concerning accidents and arrests.  
The minutes of the February 5, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as presented.  McCormick second, carried.
Vickie Sandlin was here to open up the conversation of holding the Bull Bash/Street Dance on the courthouse lawn to be held on June 7th.  Sandlin explained that they would like to block off Cedar and 3rd street and will talk to the Town of Julesburg about that and would like to have a special event beer garden.  McCormick moved to approve the use of the courthouse lawn for the Bull Bash to be held on June 7, 2019.  Turner second, carried.  Sandlin left the meeting.  

Paige Graham asked the Board for the use of the fairgrounds for post prom and if they could make a donation.  McCormick moved to approve the use of the fairgrounds for post prom.  Turner second, carried.  The Board will personally donate to post prom.  The Grahams left the meeting.  
Rob Crowder, Civil Defense, joined the meeting.  Crowder told the Board that there is a grave concern about the African Swine Flu coming this direction, which would be devastating for the swine in this area but is not transferrable to humans.  Discussion was held and Crowder informed the Board that our county is high on the list due to Seaboard Farms in this area and precautionary measures were discussed.  Crowder left the meeting.

Schneider brought up discussion about Air B&B costs and if tax is collected for that.  

McCormick moved to approve Resolution #2019-005 Electronic Recycling Jobs Act exemption for two years.  Turner second, carried.

Discussion was held on the Farm Lease Agreement.  This will be tabled until March 1, 2019.

McCormick moved to approve the application presented to disconnect Vine Street lying north of 10th Street in the Town of Julesburg which was vacated as a street by Town Ordinance 18-450.  Turner second, carried.  

Discussion was held on raising the rates for the use of the kitchen at the fairgrounds when it is complete.  McCormick moved to approve the raise of the rate of fairground rental by $50 with the use of the kitchen.  Turner second, carried.
Discussion was held on the internet speed at the fairgrounds.  Schneider did research and found out that the speed can be doubled with paying an extra $13 per month.  Turner moved to approve the increase in the internet speed at the fairgrounds and to raise the rate at the fairgrounds by $15 with the use of the internet and giving the password.  McCormick second, carried.  

Schneider moved to go to a recess at 9:08 to have a work session with Dennis Hunt concerning budget processes. Turner seconded, carried
It is now 11:08 McCormick moved to re-convene the meeting.  Turner second, carried..  
Turner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mccormick second, carried.
