Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider, Mark Turner, Howard McCormick and Christy Beckman present.  
Turner moved to approve the agenda as presented.  McCormick second, carried.

The February 19, 2019 vouchers were reviewed.  McCormick moved to approve the February 19, 2019 vouchers.  Turner second, carried.  
The minutes of the February 13, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   McCormick moved to approve the minutes as amended.  Turner second, carried.  

Turner moved to approve Investment Resolution #2019-006 for Points West Community Bank in the amount of $200,000 at 1.40% interest.  McCormick second, carried.

Turner moved to approve Investment Resolution #2019-007 for Points West Community Bank in the amount of $200,000 at 1.40% interest.  McCormick second, carried.

Turner moved to approve Investment Resolution #2019-008 for Points West Community Bank in the amount of $190,500 at 1.40% interest.  McCormick second, carried.

Turner moved to approve Investment Resolution #2019-009 for Points West Community Bank in the amount of $100,000 at 1.40% interest.  McCormick second, carried.

Turner moved to approve Investment Resolution #2019-010 for Points West Community Bank in the amount of $190,500 at 1.40% interest.  McCormick second, carried.

McCormick moved to approve the request from Wanda Trennepohl, Treasurer, to invest $200,000 in COLOTRUST as the CD with National Financial Services, LLC has matures and is now canceled.  Turner second, carried.

Turner moved to approve the letter of support for COSI, Northeastern Junior College Foundation.  McCormick second, carried.

Lisa Ault, Human Service, joined the meeting for the Human Service monthly report.   McCormick moved to approve the Human Service February 19, 2019 agenda with the addition of a letter received. Turner second, carried.  McCormick moved to approve the minutes of the January 22, 2019 meeting as amended.  Second by Turner, carried.  Ault presented the December 2018 Financial Report to the Board for review.  Ault’s payroll vouchers were reviewed and signed.  Discussion was held on the issues concerning the process of school reporting.  Ault brought up discussion about employee issues and concerns.  The Board presented a letter of concern from a constituent concerning the lack of an adult protection program to Ault for review.  McCormick moved to go into executive session on February 19, 2019 at 9:12 a.m. for a conference with the purpose of discussing legal matters under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(c).  We will be discussing child protection legal matters.  No business will be conducted and no decisions will be made.  McCormick second, carried. Amanda Mathes, Julesburg Advocate, joined the meeting.  Mathes presented documentation to the Board concerning the Explore Magazine for review.  Mathes asked the Board if they would invest $250 for the annual explore ad which promotes Sedgwick County again this year.  Turner moved to approve the investment of $250 for the Explore Magazine with the funds coming from the lodging tax.  McCormick second, carried.    
Deb Daniels, Wayne Skold and Gilbert Anderson and David Carlson, Republican River Water Conservation District, joined the meeting.  The guests updated the Board on the issues concerning the Lower South Platte Water District and RRWCD and the augmentation plans and possible agreements.  The Board reviewed documentation of a proposed agreement between RRWCD through its water activity enterprise and local growers which was presented to the local growers at the last meeting.  The RRWCD Board will be approving this agreement at their next meeting.  Skold asked the Board if they would write a letter of support for a legislative bill concerning boundary changes of the district that’s currently in legislation.  The guests left the meeting.
McCormick moved to adjourn the meeting.  Turner second, carried.  The meeting was adjourned.
