SEDGWICK COUNTY COMMISSIONER

REGULAR BOARD MEETING
February 5, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider with Howard McCormick, Mark Turner by phone and Christy Beckman present.  
Schneider moved to approve the agenda with the addition of Report on the Hospital.  McCormick second, carried. 
The February 5, 2019 payables were reviewed.  McCormick moved to approve the February 5, 2019 payables.  Schneider second, carried.  

The minutes of the January 30, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   McCormick moved to approve the minutes as amended.  Turner second, carried. 

The Treasurer’s January Financial Report and the Semi Annual Financial Report were reviewed.  Schneider noted that at the end of January 2017 the total balance was $4,708,576, end of January 2018 balance was $5,590,648 and the end of January 2019 balance was $6,901,104 and is hopeful that this trend reflects the changes that have been made over the last couple of years. 

McCormick reported on the Hospital Board and that the CEO was dismissed last week.  There is an interview set up with an Interim this week.  
Schneider moved to approve a Liquor License for the Hippodrome for an event to be held at the fairgrounds on April 27, 2019.  Turner second, carried.  

Rick Furrow, Road & Bridge, joined the meeting.  Furrow updated the Board on current projects including replacing a culvert on County Rd 27 and replacing cable for PC Telcom on County Rd 12.  Discussion was held on the possibility of chip sealing a road and budgeting future funds for this project.  Furrow left the meeting.
Vickie Sandlin, Julesburg Advocate, joined the meeting.

Chris Howes, Building Maintenance, joined the meeting.  Howes updated the Board on current projects.  Discussion was held on the security cameras for the Welcome Center.  Howes left the meeting.
Carlton Britton, Sheriff, joined the meeting.  Discussion was held on some of the bills presented for payment including adding phones in the jail cells.  Britton told the Board that the phones come with a protective covering and there is a fee to use the phone.  The touch screen would give the inmates 24/7 access to the law library and the jail policies.  The Board suggested including Platinum Technology to make sure the system is secure and to have a representative from the company come in person to check out all of the logistics before a commitment is made to this project.  Britton left the meeting.
It is 9:20 and the Board will go into recess.

It is now 10:35 and the meeting has re-convened.  Carlton Britton re-joined the meeting.

Erin Kress, THEngineering LLC, Brandon Biesemeir, Kelly Lowery, Attorney by phone and Rick Furrow, Road & Bridge, joined the meeting.  Kress presented plans showing the layout of the dairy that will be coming into Sedgwick County and is asking that a portion of County Rd 13 be abandoned between County Rd’s 4 & 6 for private use by the dairy.  Kress reported that there will be approximately 16,000 head of cattle in Phase I and around a total of 30,000 head in Phase II with about 25 employees needed.  Furrow discussed widening a portion of County Rd 6 for traffic in and out as there will be approximately 22 trucks per day.  Lowery told the Board that legally they are able to make the decision to close a portion of County Rd 13 without a public hearing.  Kress, Biesemier and Furrow left the meeting.  
McCormick moved to adjourn the meeting.  Turner second, carried.  Meeting was adjourned.
