REGULAR BOARD MEETING
JUNE 12, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider with Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman present.  
McCormick moved to approve the agenda with the addition of Rena Howell interviews, discussion on sending email concerning budgets including attorney fees under reports.  Courthouse security and HS new hire under new business.  Turner second, carried. 
The June 12, 2019 payables were reviewed.  McCormick moved to approve the June 12, 2019 payables.  Turner second, carried.  

The minutes of the May 30, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Schneider second, carried. 

Rob Crowder, Emergency Manager, joined the meeting.  Crowder updated the Board on current projects including a report on the ICS 300 class and the Emergency Manager meeting he hosted and the possibility of printing ID’s for the county employees.  Crowder left the meeting.  

Rick Furrow, Road & Bridge, joined the meeting.  Furrow updated the Board on current projects including chip sealing and the possibility of going together with surrounding counties to purchase a decent chip sealer.  Furrow left the meeting.
Carlton Britton, Sheriff, joined the meeting.  Britton gave the Board an update on his budget standings.  Discussion was held on two official complaints that were filed concerning the processes with the inmates.  Kelly Lowery, Attorney, joined the meeting by phone to discuss the rights of inmates.  Lowery told Britton that she agrees that inmates are legally entitled to be let out of the cell, however, they should have direct supervision during that time.  The Board would like to either have the Sheriff comply or discuss shutting the jail down completely.  Britton told the Board that there is also a problem with mold in the jail shower.  After much discussion, Britton agreed that the prisoners will be under direct supervision at all times when out of the cell and the court security will flex her hours to accommodate meals. 
The Treasurer’s May Financial Report was reviewed.  

The Board will be conducting interviews with Rena Howell, Extension Office, for a part time position on Monday, June 17th in 15 minute intervals as 1 hour intervals are too long.  
Schneider moved to approve the Sedgwick Lions Fund request for their annual budgeted funds in the amount of $450.  Turner second, carried. 

McCormick moved to approve Resolution #2019-020 Petition for Abatement for Murfin Drilling Co, Inc. located at 15-09-43 in the amount of $1,124.30. Turner second, carried.
McCormick moved to approve a liquor license for an even to be held at the fairgrounds on June 29, 2019 for the Fairboard.  Turner second, carried.
Lisa Ault, Human Services, joined the meeting.  Ault wanted to discuss the interviews further as she had a different choice for the second open position.
McCormick moved to hire Lindsey Harms and Daisy Guzman for the two open positions at Human Services pending reference checks.  Turner second, carried.  Roll call vote:  Schneider – yes, McCormick – yes, Turner – yes.  Discussion:  Ault wanted to discuss this decision further as she had a different choice for the second position.  McCormick moved to go into executive session on June 12, 2019 at 10:34 a.m. for a conference with the purpose of discussing legal matters under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(c).  We will be discussing employee issues.  No business will be conducted and no decisions will be made.  Turner second, carried.  The time is now 10:30 a.m. and the executive session has been concluded.  The participants in the executive session were:  Donald Schneider, Howard McCormick, Mark Turner, Lisa Ault, Kelly Lowery by phone and Christy Beckman.  For the record, if any person who participated in the executive session believes that any substantial discussion of any matters not included in the motion to go into the executive session occurred during the executive session, or that any improper action occurred during the executive session in violation of the Open Meetings Law, I would ask that you state your concerns for the record.  Seeing none, we will continue with the next agenda item.  Ault would like reference checks to be performed before offering the two applicants the position.  Ault left the meeting.
McCormick moved to adjourn the meeting.  Turner second, carried.  Meeting was adjourned.
