McCormick moved to approve the agenda with the addition of County Roads, CDOT, Health Department & phone/internet under reports.  Turner second, carried.

The minutes of the June 18, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as amended.  McCormick second, carried.

Turner moved to approve a liquor license for the Ovid Fire Department for an event to be held at the fairgrounds on August 1, 2, 3 & 4, 2019.  McCormick second, carried.
McCormick reported on the CDOT meeting.  There will be an exhibit at the fair that will have a laptop where the public can input comments on county roads.  
Turner reported on the health department meeting and the 2018 audit was reviewed and the health department is reported to be extremely sound.

Schneider reported on the phone/internet progress and the contracts and emails are all in place so hopefully things will progress quickly.
Turner moved to approve Investment Resolution #2019-021 for Points West Community Bank in the amount of $200,000 at .90% interest.  McCormick second, carried.

Turner moved to approve Investment Resolution #2019-022 for Points West Community Bank in the amount of $100,000 at .90% interest.  McCormick second, carried.

McCormick moved to approve that no employee can have a restriction on their CDL that would limit their ability to operate any equipment they may be required to operate for their employment in the Road & Bridge Department with the exception of office personnel and seasonal mower operators.
