REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MARCH 12, 2019

Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider, Mark Turner, Howard McCormick, and Christy Beckman present. 
March 12, 2019 vouchers were reviewed. McCormick moved to approve the March 12, 2019 vouchers as presented.  Turner second, carried.  
The minutes of the March 5, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as presented.  McCormick second, carried.
Schneider brought up discussion about a conversation Tracy Kizer had with Mary Michael, Michael Auction, concerning the cost of renting the exhibit building when there is only one customer.  The Board decided to keep the fee the same but noted that they appreciate the auctions that are held and the people that these auctions bring into our county.  
Discussion was held on a grant application submitted by Sheriff Britton for a new metal scanner, bullet proof vest and plates for the vest.  The Board also discussed the HomeWave phone system.  McCormick moved to deny the HomeWave phone system grant application.  Turner second, carried.   Discussion:  McCormick is concerned that the county would be responsible for the replacement cost to the system and due to the fact that there has been previous destruction caused by inmates.  
McCormick moved to approve the pasture lease between Sedgwick County and Marc and Larry Weber in the amount of $300 per year through March of 2022.  Turner second, carried.

Schneider reported on the pending upgrade of the Assessors server.  Century Link will be providing a quote for the increase the internet speed.  
McCormick moved to approve the Printer Contract for the Treasurer’s Office.  Turner second, carried.  
Let it be known that Sedgwick County was approved for FEMA flood insurance.

The Board reviewed a request from Heather Moore, Blue Skies Therapeutic Riding, asking for the use of the fairground arena for a nine week riding session at no cost.  McCormick moved to approve the request to use the fairground arena at no cost for nine weeks beginning the first week of April for Blue Skies Therapeutic Riding.  Turner second, carried. 

Discussion was held on Resolution #2019-011, Sedgwick County becoming a Sanctuary County.  The Board will put this on the agenda next week as an action item.

The Board would like to contact Rick Ornelas, Julesburg Fire Department, to ask if they would like to do some training with the jaws of life to open a grate at the Welcome Center.  

Carlton Britton, Sheriff, joined the meeting by phone.  The Board asked questions about the Campbell Grant details.  McCormick moved to approve the Campbell Grant for the Sheriff to purchase a metal scanner, bullet proof vest and plates in the amount of $7,850.  Turner second, carried.  
Discussion was held on SB 19-188, FMLA Insurance Package and the possible impact on the county and the employee’s if this passes.  
McCormick moved to support the letter of objection from county attorney Wright and Williamson for the Holyoke Medical Services Proposal.  Turner second, carried.
McCormick moved to adjourn the meeting.  Turner second, carried.
