Schneider moved to approve the agenda with the addition of weed & pest meeting under reports.  Turner second, carried.

The March 19, 2019 vouchers were reviewed.  Turner moved to approve the March 19, 2019 vouchers.  Schneider second, carried.  
The minutes of the March 12, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as amended.  Schneider second, carried.  

Turner moved to approve Resolution #2019-011 Declaring Sedgwick County To Be A Second Amendment Sanctuary County.  Schneider second, carried.

Turner moved to approve Building Permit #579 for PC Telcom for a Right-Of-Way located at 25-10-45 & 30-10-45.  Schneider second, carried.

Turner moved to approve Building Permit #580 for PC Telcom for a Right-Of-Way located at 30-10-45.  Schneider second, carried

Turner moved to approve Building Permit #587 for PC Telcom for a Right-Of-Way located at 26-10-45 & 27-10-45.  Schneider second, carried

Alan Coyne and Cameron Britton, Town of Julesburg, joined the meeting.  Coyne told the Board that the Spring Clean up Days will be April 25th and 26th this year.  The county usually offers the landfill at no charge, however, with the current financial situation in the county, the Board will not offer the landfill for free but may consider 50% for the Towns only.  More discussion will be held and the Board will look into the numbers from last year before a decision is made.  Coyne then brought up discussion about an agreement made in 2014 between the Office of Emergency Management and the Town of Julesburg for OEM trailer storage.  Coyne said the agreement was never put into effect and the fire department is looking to have more room and would like to have the trailers moved.  The Board will talk to the Sheriff about the current storage space.  Coyne gave the Board some numbers concerning getting water to the fairgrounds.  Coyne estimates around 5,500 feet will be needed and approximately $16,000 to $18,000 county money needed.  The Board is still in discussion about this possibility.  The guests left the meeting.
Lisa Ault, Human Service, joined the meeting for the Human Service monthly report.   Schneider moved to approve the Human Service March 19, 2019 agenda as presented. Turner second, carried.  Turner moved to approve the minutes of the February 19, 2019 meeting as amended.  Second by Schneider, carried.  Ault told the Board that the January Financial Report was not ready yet.  Ault’s payroll vouchers were reviewed and signed.  Ault recommended the Board approve the petty cash amount for Human Services.  Schneider moved to approve the Petty Cash Report for Human Services.  Turner second, carried.  The Board reviewed the IGA with Phillips County.  Schneider moved to approve the IGA between Phillips County and Sedgwick County Department of Human Services.  Turner second, carried.  Turner moved to approve the Resolution and Proclamation for Child Abuse Prevention Month in April.  Schneider second, carried.  Ault updated the Board on the school reporting follow-up.  Schneider moved to go into executive session on March 19, 2019 at 9:15 a.m. for a conference with the purpose of discussing legal matters under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(c).  We will be discussing child protection legal matters.  No business will be conducted and no decisions will be made.  Turner second, carried.  The time is now 9:21 a.m. and the executive session has been concluded.  The participants in the executive session were:  Donald Schneider, Mark Turner, Lisa Ault and Christy Beckman.  For the record, if any person who participated in the executive session believes that any substantial discussion of any matters not included in the motion to go into the executive session occurred during the executive session, or that any improper action occurred during the executive session in violation of the Open Meetings Law, I would ask that you state your concerns for the record.  Seeing none, we will continue with the next agenda item.  Schneider moved to adjourn the HS meeting.  Turner second, carried.  Ault left the meeting.  
Logan Mauro and Mike Broomfield, Colonial Life Insurance, joined the meeting.  The guests gave the Board documentation on Colonial Life Insurance for review.  After discussion, the Board told the guests they will review the packet and present to the employee’s before making any decisions.  The guests left the meeting.  
Carlton Britton, Sheriff, joined the meeting.  Britton presented two sealed bids for the sale of the shotguns.  Keith Graham offered $100 per gun for a total of $400.  Bradon Schneider offered $150 for the Remington working gun and $50 for the three non- working guns for a total of $300.  Howard McCormick was contacted by phone as Schneider will abstain since his son put in a bid.  Turner moved to accept the bid from Keith Graham in the amount of $400.  McCormick second, carried.  Schneider abstained.  Schneider asked Britton if there was room in the storage building on 2nd street to put the OEM trailer in.  Britton replied that there was a little bit of room but not sure it would fit.  Britton reported that the kennel system is now installed in the deputy’s vehicle.  Britton gave a quick report on the storm.  Britton left the meeting.
