REGULAR BOARD MEETING

OCTOBER 30, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider with Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman present.  Vickie Sandlin, Julesburg Advocate, joined the meeting.    
Turner moved to approve the agenda with the addition of executive session with Sheriff, report on Ford ranger repairs and landfill fees under unfinished business.  McCormick second, carried.

The October 30, 2019 vouchers and payroll were reviewed.  McCormick moved to approve the October 30, 2019 vouchers and payroll as presented. Turner second, carried.  
The minutes of the October 22, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   McCormick moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Turner second, carried.  

Schneider reported that the building maintenance Ford ranger needs repairs for the steering in the amount of $709.  Discussion was held.  The Board will look into this issue.

McCormick moved to transfer $6,250 from county general into county fair fund.  Turner second, carried.

Judy Kenney joined the meeting for the public comments.  Kenney told the Board she is concerned about the condition of the cemetery roads.  Turner told her that the county is unable to maintain those roads since the cemetery is not a county government entity, it is its own tax district and a private business takes care of them.  Kenney asked the Board if they could fund the cemetery Board along with grants to which McCormick told her that the cemetery is its own district and there is a tax for that district where the funds come from.  Turner suggested meeting with the cemetery board and he will speak with the Board about this issue.  Kenney left the meeting. 
McCormick moved to approve the submission of the El Pomar Grant request of $77,000 for the renovation of the depot.  Turner second, carried.

Turner moved to approve raising the landfill fees on January 1, 2020 from $34 per ton to $36.  McCormick second, carried.

Todd Schmidt, Parks & Wildlife Manager, joined the meeting.  Schmidt introduced himself and gave the Board a summary of what his job entails.  Kyle Gordon joined the meeting.  The guests left the meeting.
Carlton Britton, Sheriff, joined the meeting.  McCormick moved to go into executive session on October 30, 2019 at 9:22 a.m. for a conference with the purpose of  discussing legal matters under C.R.S. Section 24-6-401(4)(b).  We will be discussing contract negotiations.  No business will be conducted and no decisions will be made.  Turner second, carried.  The time is now 9:52 a.m. and the executive session has been concluded.  The participants in the executive session were:  Donald Schneider, Howard McCormick, Mark Turner, Carlton Britton and Christy Beckman. McCormick moved to approve the resignation of Adam Greenman on November 9, 2019.  Turner second, carried.  Britton left the meeting. 

Turner moved to adjourn the meeting.  McCormick second, carried.
