SEP 10, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider, Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman present.  Vickie Sandlin, Julesburg Advocate, joined the meeting.
Turner moved to approve the agenda with the addition of Treasurer’s report under reports, tax incentive request from Valley Repair and discussion on business incentive program and executive sessions on Town of Julesburg and Town of Sedgwick.  McCormick second, carried.

The minutes of the Sep 10, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   McCormick moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Turner second, carried.  

The Treasurer’s August Financial Report was reviewed.

McCormick brought up discussion about the business incentive program in Sedgwick County and he is concerned that there is a big hole in the program that needs corrected.  McCormick went to Economic Development as if he were interested in starting a new business in the county and found out that there is no information available about tax incentives.  After talking with Alan Coyne and Carrie Hartwell, McCormick suggested it would be a great idea to form a committee to begin putting together a packet for new businesses coming into the county.  McCormick volunteered to begin this committee and would like to have a representative from each town and economic development.  
A request was received from Jared & Shelly Peterson, owners of Valley Repair, to consider them for both parts of the incentive program.  McCormick moved to approve the tax incentive for Valley Repair, Jerad & Shelly Peterson, to waive 50% of the personal property tax for 5 years as per Resolution #2017-025.  Turner second, carried.

Lisa Ault, Human Services, joined the meeting for the 2020 Budget Hearings.  Ault left the meeting.
