REGULAR BOARD MEETING

SEP 17, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider, Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman present.
Turner moved to approve the agenda with the addition of a report on the Eastern District meeting, add approval for E-911 purchase and ambulance response under new business.  McCormick second, carried.

The Aug 20, 2019 vouchers were reviewed.  Turner moved to approve the Aug 20, 2019 vouchers.  McCormick second, carried.  
The minutes of the Aug 14, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as amended.  McCormick second, carried.  

Turner reported on the Eastern District meeting / budget hearings.  Turner told the Board that each entity is asking for more money for the upcoming year and Turner expressed concerns increasing payouts since there has been a wage freeze in our county.  The Board agreed.

Carlton Britton, Sheriff, joined the meeting.  Britton told the Board that there are some issues with some of the vehicles and is requesting approval for repairs.  Britton reported that all of the prisoners have been moved due to the closing of the jail.  Britton left the meeting.  
McCormick moved to approve a liquor license for Ovid Fire Department for an event to be held at the fairgrounds on November 16, 2019.  Turner second, carried.

McCormick moved to approve Building Permit #596 for Mike and Eva Contreras for a chicken coup located at 36-12-45.  Turner second, carried.
McCormick moved to approve Building Permit #597 for Greg & Makenzie Hensley for a residential home located at 24-12-44 as amended.  Turner second, carried.

McCormick moved to approve Building Permit #598 for LEC Construction for an office building located at SCR 13 and SCR 4.  Turner second, carried.

McCormick moved to approve a subdivision certificate of exemption for the conveyance from Hensley Family Farms to Greg & Makenzie Hensley located at 24-12-44.  Turner second, carried.

McCormick reported that the ambulance did not respond to a call.  Discussion was held.  
Turner moved to approve the request from ambulance service for six radios.  McCormick second, carried.  

Lisa Ault, Human services, joined the meeting.  Turner moved to approve the September 17, 2019 agenda.  McCormick second, carried.  McCormick moved to approve the July 23, 2019 minutes.  Turner second, carried.  Turner moved to approve the June and July Financials.  McCormick second, carried.  Ault’s payroll vouchers were approved.  Ault brought up discussion about a retirement party for Janet Kingsbury as there are incentive funds available.  Ault left the meeting.  

Kim Orth, SCOR, Joined the meeting.  Orth asked the Board for permission to use the exhibit building at the fairgrounds for a fund raising event with alcohol in December 2019.  Orth left the meeting.  Turner moved to approve the use of the fairgrounds building at no charge for their non-profit event on December 31, 2019.  McCormick second, carried.  Orth left the meeting.
Lisa Ault, Human Services and Tamara Kelley, attorney, joined the meeting to discuss a personnel matter as was noticed in the agenda and Ault was personally given twenty-four hour notice via e-mail that personnel issues relating to her and her probationary job performance review would be discussed at such meeting.  Pursuant to C.R.S. 24-6-402(4)(f), Ault was given the option to keep the meeting in open session or for the meeting to be moved into executive session to discuss this matter.  Ault determined that this discussion should be carried out in executive session.  Turner moved to go into executive session on September 17, 2019 at 9:36 a.m. for a conference with the purpose of  discussing personnel matters related to Ault under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(f) as required by the Open Meetings Law.  McCormick second, carried.  This executive session is being electronically recorded.  No business will be conducted and no decisions will be made.  The time is now 10:35 a.m. and the executive session has been concluded. Attorney Kelley asked the Board if they would like to view the boxes that were removed from Ault’s office to make sure there is no county property.  The Board will view them.  Attorney Kelly told the Board that Ault is resigning under duress.  Turner moved to accept the resignation from Lisa Ault, director of human services.  McCormick second, carried.  Turner moved to accept the letter of resignation with the amended date of September 17, 2019.  McCormick second, carried.  Ault and Kelley left the meeting.
Turner moved to go into executive session on September 17, 2019 at 10:44 a.m. for a conference with the purpose of  discussing legal matters with Attorney Kelly Lowery under C.R.S. Section 24-6-401(4)(b) and 401(4)(e).  We will be asking legal advice pursuant to possible litigation strategy.  McCormick second, carried.  This executive session was not recorded.
