REGULAR BOARD MEETING
AUGUST 14, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider with Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman present.  
Vickie Sandlin, Julesburg Advocate and Steve Dye joined the meeting.

Turner moved to approve the agenda with the addition of reports on Senator Brophy and wind tower ordinance and sick leave, Alarm Security contract and landfill quote under unfinished business, building permit #595, Hippodrome letter of support and gravel cost and landfill under new business and add executive session.  McCormick second, carried. 
The Aug 14, 2019 payables were reviewed.  Turner moved to approve the Aug 14, 2019 payables.  McCormick second, carried.  

The minutes of the August 7, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as presented.  McCormick second, carried. 

Schneider reported that Greg Brophy would like the Commissioners to exempt the wind towers that are erected on site from the personal property tax.
Discussion was held on sick leave.

Schneider reported that Alarm Securities and Technologies suggested a service contract for the existing cameras.  McCormick moved to approve the contract with Alarm Securities and Technologies for the cameras at Road & Bridge.  Turner second, carried.
McCormick presented a quote from SMS for the scale system upgrade.  McCormick recommended approving the original quote in the amount of $42,000.00.  Schneider moved to approve the contract with SMS for upgrade scale system.  Turner second, carried.  

Turner moved to approve the IGA between Julesburg School and Sedgwick County for the November 5th election.  McCormick second, carried.
Turner moved to approve the IGA between Haxtun School and Sedgwick County for the November 5th election.  McCormick second, carried.

Turner moved to approve Building Permit #595 for Delmar Hauff for an equipment 
Schneider moved to approve doing a letter of support for the Hippodrome enterprise zone

Discussion was held on the possibility of raising the price on the landfill gravel since our cost is so low compared to surrounding areas that    McCormick moved to raise the gravel cost to $4.50 per ton, $2.50 ton for gravel and $2.00 for loading to be effective on October 1, 2019 with only county employees allowed to load and unload.  Turner second, carried.  Discussion:  Schneider was concerned that splitting the cost would be confusing.  
Steve Dye asked the Board if they could look into the Cemetery upkeep.  Discussion was held on the process to which the commissioners said the cemetery board has control of upkeep.  Dye then asked the Board why the tire landfill is still receiving loads when the Board said it should be closed down on January 2018.  Dye was told that the commissioners could send in a complaint to get the loads to stop.  McCormick looked into this already and it is a legal company and the state is in compliance but they are not allowed to bury the tires.  Turner told Dye that the state has tested Dye’s property and said it is environmentally safe.  Dye told the Board it is a public nuisance.  Dye wants the Board to send a letter of complaint but McCormick said he has talked to the state three times with Dye’s complaints.  McCormick will gather the information he received and give Dye copies.  Dye left the meeting.
It is 9:10 a.m. and McCormick moved to go into a work session to discuss the upcoming sales tax question.  Schneider second, carried.  
It is now 9:55 a.m. and the meeting re-convened.  

Schneider moved to go into executive session on August 14, 2019 at 9:56 a.m. for a conference with the purpose of  discussing legal matters under C.R.S. Section 24-6-402(4)(b).  We will be discussing employee and policy issues.  No business will be conducted and no decisions will be made.  Turner second, carried.  The time is now 10:07 a.m. and the executive session has been concluded.  The participants in the executive session were:  Donald Schneider, Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman.  For the record, if any person who participated in the executive session believes that any substantial discussion of any matters not included in the motion to go into the executive session occurred during the executive session, or that any improper action occurred during the executive session in violation of the Open Meetings Law, I would ask that you state your concerns for the record.  Seeing none, we will continue with the next agenda item
McCormick moved to adjourn the meeting.  Turner second, carried.  Meeting was adjourned.
