REGULAR BOARD MEETING

DEC 18, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider, Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman present.  Vickie Sandlin, Julesburg Advocate, Matt Callan and Chuck Powell joined the meeting.  
McCormick moved to approve the agenda as presented.  McCormick second, carried.

The Dec 18, 2019 vouchers were reviewed.  McCormick moved to approve the Dec 18, 2019 vouchers.  Turner second, carried.  
The minutes of the Dec 9, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as amended.  McCormick second, carried.  

Matt Callan, UPS, told the Board that he had 17 UPS clients this year, however, 4 were transfers from last year and 7 of the 13 transferred to other counties.  Of the remaining, 3 clients have not contacted him and 3 refused to get their hours in before their time expired.  Callan understands Alan Harris’s frustration with the recent situation and understands that he could have handled things differently, however, he told the Board that he is aware of the clients criminal history and should have the authority to deny a request if he deems it to be a risk. The Board agreed with this, however, Callan did state that he hasn’t worked with the churches as his personal opinion is that it is not punishment enough. McCormick responded that is not the UPS directors call.  Discussion was held on if the wages should be more for the job and the Board told Callan that he was doing a good job.  Going forward, Callan feels he is on the same page but would still like the Board to consider his resignation as the UPS director.  Callan left the meeting.

Dan Pederson, Accountant, joined the meeting.  It is now 9:00 a.m. and the budget hearings have been re-convened.  Discussion was held on the mil levy and raises for the upcoming year.  The Board will be giving the CDL drivers at Road & Bridge a market adjustment raise and will give all of the employee’s a 1.5% cost of living raise.
