McCormick moved to approve a subdivision certificate of exemption for Donna Schuler for property located at 26-10-44.  Turner second, carried.

McCormick reported that there has been some interest in the possible leasing of the concrete plant.

Krystal Britton, Sheriff’s Office, joined the meeting.  The Board discussed the overtime policy with Britton.  Britton left the meeting.
