SEDGWICK COUNTY COMMISSIONER

REGULAR BOARD MEETING
March 5, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider with Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman present.  
Turner moved to approve the agenda with the addition of Treasurer’s Report under reports, letter from Holyoke EMS and resolution for Sanctuary County under new business and hail damage and concrete plant under unfinished business.  McCormick second, carried. 
The March 5, 2019 payables were reviewed.  McCormick moved to approve the March 5, 2019 payables.  Turner second, carried.  

The minutes of the February 27, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as presented.  McCormick second, carried. 

The Treasurer’s February Financial Report was reviewed.  

McCormick moved to offer the concrete plant for lease and to put an ad in the newspaper.  Turner second, carried.  

Discussion was held on the hail damage from last year.  The Board will put a request for bids for the fairgrounds exhibit building and the Old Ford Garage Museum in the newspaper and on the website.  

McCormick moved to have County Attorney Lowery write a letter of objection for the Holyoke EMS Paramedic Community Program in Sedgwick County.  Turner second, carried.  

Vickie Sandlin, Julesburg Advocate, joined the meeting.

Discussion was held on the possibility of constructing a resolution for making Sedgwick County a Sanctuary County for the Red Flag Bill.  The Board will monitor the situation before making a decision.
Rick Furrow, Road & Bridge, joined the meeting.  Furrow told the Board that PC Telcom has requested permission to put in a fiber optic line on County Rd 12 from CR 19 to CR 55.  The Board will sign the required documents.  Rick told the Board he has two prospective new hires and updated them on the Venango Highway as he has decided to chip seal.  Furrow left the meeting.
Chris Howes, Building Maintenance, joined the meeting.  Howes updated the Board on current projects.  Discussion was held on using salt as opposed to ice melt in the future.  Discussion was held on the process of chain of command and ordering procedures.  Howes told the Board he is working on getting his CDL.  Howes left the meeting.
Carlton Britton, Sheriff, joined the meeting.  Britton told the Board that there are four shotguns that were phased out and are collecting dust and he would like to sell them.  Three of the guns are damaged and would only be good to sell for parts.  The Board gave Britton permission to sell the guns by asking for bids on the website and in the newspaper.  Britton brought up discussion about the Red Flag Bill that is currently in legislation and would like the Board to oppose this bill as it violates the 2nd amendment.  Britton brought up discussion about the HomeWave Jail Contract he presented at an earlier time which would allow a phone system in the jail with no initial cost to the county.  Schneider told Britton he is uneasy about the offer since there could be a cost to the county if the phone system gets damaged.  The Board would like Britton to find out the cost of replacing damaged equipment before they make a decision.  Britton left the meeting.
Rob Crowder, Civil Defense, joined the meeting.  Crowder asked the Board for their permission to apply for the All Hazards Grant for the purchase of 5 digital radios.  The Board gave their permission but asked why the Sheriff needed 5 radios.  Crowder will find out the answer to that question before applying for the grant.  Turner told Crowder that there is possibly another grant called the 2nd Wave of DTR that may be available for this purpose.  Crowder told the Board that the EMPG grant would need to be increased by $3,000 to $4,000 annually to cover half of the expenses.  Crowder updated the Board on projects and meetings he has been involved in.  Crowder left the meeting. 

Dusty Johnson, Congressman Buck’s Representative, joined the meeting.  Johnson updated the Board on current legislation and projects that Congressman Buck is working on.  Johnson left the meeting.    
McCormick moved to adjourn the meeting.  Turner second, carried.  Meeting was adjourned.
