REGULAR BOARD MEETING
NOVEMBER 5, 2019
Meeting was called to order by Chairman Donald Schneider with Howard McCormick, Mark Turner and Christy Beckman present.  Vickie Sandlin, Julesburg Advocate, joined the meeting.
McCormick moved to approve the agenda with the addition of Treasurer’s Report, NECALG, internet and Cemetery District under reports and Landfill fee’s under unfinished business and new hire ambulance under new business.  Turner second, carried. 
The November 5, 2019 payables were reviewed.  McCormick moved to approve the November 5, 2019 payables as presented.  Turner second, carried.  

The minutes of the October 30, 2019 meeting were reviewed.   Turner moved to approve the minutes as presented.  McCormick second, carried. 
The Treasurer’s October Financial Report was reviewed.  

McCormick reported on a special NECALG meeting.  There has been a turnaround with department heads and there is an issue.  There will be special meetings set up to deal with these issues until they are able to fix things.
McCormick reported on an email received from the county attorney concerning the cemetery district saying that they are their own taxing district and are therefore able to have their own election to raise the mill levy.  McCormick has talked to some of the Board members and they are aware of the road issues and are working on a solution.

Schneider reported that the internet upgrade will occur tomorrow afternoon, the new router will be installed.
Kurt Hodel joined the meeting.

Rick Furrow, Road & Bridge, and Tracy Kizer, Weed & Pest joined the meeting.  Discussion was held on Landfill fees.  McCormick moved to change the minimum fee for the landfill to $10 to take effect on January 1, 2020.  Turner second, carried.  Furrow told the Board that a landfill inspector will be there tomorrow and the bridge inspectors will be here this week.  Discussion was held on hiring out at Road & Bridge.  The Board would like to table this discussion until next week.  Furrow told the Board he will turn in a locate for Ray Berges road today.  Discussion was held on the possibility of widening the road on the west side of the dam.  Discussion was held on using liquid for snow removal.  Furrow would like to look at sand/gravel mixture as opposed to the liquid.  Kizer updated the Board on the water line progress out to the fairgrounds.  Kizer told the Board that there needs to be an agreement for Union Pacific in order for the Treasurer to collect on the last couple of bills.  The Board will ask the Treasurer to submit what she needs at the next meeting.  Kizer told the Board he would like to remove the defective swamp coolers from the concession stands.  Furrow and Kizer left the meeting.
Chris Howes, Building Maintenance, joined the meeting.  Howes updated the Board on current projects.  Discussion was held on the generator.  Discussion was held on taking the current truck that is in need of repairs to Road & Bridge and trading it out for another truck they have out there.  Howes left the meeting.  
McCormick moved to approve Alex Gerk as a new hire for the ambulance service.  Turner moved, second.  

Dan Pederson, Accountant, joined the meeting.  Pederson gave the Board the preliminary 2020 budget for review.  Discussions were held.  
McCormick moved to adjourn the meeting and enter into a work session to discuss the budget further.  Turner second, carried.  Meeting was adjourned.  Sandlin left the meeting.
